ASTON, Pa. – Swarthmore College’s Peter Maxted has been named the 2012 Philadelphia Inquirer Academic All-
Area Men’s Soccer Performer of the Year. Maxted is one of 11 student-athletes selected to the Philadelphia Inquirer 
Academic All-Area Men’s Soccer Team. The team is voted on by the sports information offices of the 28 area 
institutions from the Philadelphia metropolitan area. 
 
In order to be eligible for Academic All-Area, an athlete must be in his second year at the institution and hold a 
cumulative grade-point average of 3.20 or better. 
 
This is Maxted’s first time named to the Philadelphia Inquirer Academic All-Area team. The goalkeeper was named first 
team All-Centennial Conference with a save-percentage of .879 and seven shutouts. He helped the Garnet to a goals-
against-average of 0.46, which was 11th in the nation. The CoSIDA first team Academic All-District selection also 
helped lead Swarthmore to a Sweet 16 appearance in the NCAA Division III Tournament.
